• 11 March 1990 - upon the resumption of Lithuanian 
independence, new councils of local governments 
were elected.

• 1990 - four local government unions were 
established: Union of Big Cities, Union of Districts, 
Union of Cities and Union of Lower-Level Local 
Governments

• 28 March 1995 - the Law on Basic Regulations of the 
Association of Local Authorities in Lithuania was 
adopted

• 22 June 1995 - the Constituent Congress was 
convened and the Association of Local Authorities in 
Lithuania - a non-profit organisation - was founded

• At present all 60 local authorities are members of the 
Association.
